In this seminar we will discuss how the concept of deep time has influenced and been influenced by literary texts and scientific discourses from 1800 onwards. Through close readings of the works of

Poetry has long been understood as a laboratory of language: a site of experimentation and the stretching of linguistic limits. It is also a storehouse of etymological meanings and symbolic memory. While the poetic space is small, the universe that it creates is vast. But what are the internal, creative processes by which a poet weighs their poetic options and decisions? Why does an English stanzaic form or prosodic tradition transmit the meaning that it does? This seminar will take a "laboratory" approach to poetry in English, combining close analytical and historical readings with practicums that allow students to try out poetic forms and experience the universe of poetry "from the inside." We will investigate some of the major English verse forms as well as organic forms, including experimental "language poetry" and free verse. Through the analysis of master poems in English by authors such as Shakespeare, W.E.B. Du Bois, Langston Hughes, Sylvia Plath and Marilyn Nelson, as well as those by contemporary authors, this seminar will attempt to bring students closer to poetry's inner workings and techniques. Participants in the seminar will produce a manuscript of poems as well as a term paper based on their experiments. Writing required. Registration: Attendance for this class is limited to 25 students. The extant body of Early Middle English writings is often eclipsed by the centuries-long engagement of academic and non-academic readers with Chaucer and his contemporaries. So much so that the relative paucity of original material has become part and parcel of a narrative of English oppression, linguistic and otherwise, by the French. In this course we shall challenge such broad narratives and study a selection of texts both with respect to linguistic developments as well as with the aim of a fair appreciation of their literary merits. Among the topics to be covered are the survival of written English and the ongoing copying of Old English texts, the shape of emergent Middle English, variation and variability of English against the multilingual backdrop of twelfth- and thirteenth-century England. The selection of texts includes extracts from the Orrmulum, Layamon's Arthurian Brut-chronicle, the debate poem The Owl and the Nightingale, Ancrene Wisse (a guide for female hermits) and some shorter texts including proverbs and recipes. Students will be introduced to Early Middle English so as to be able to read and translate the original texts.

This seminar focuses on a group of early modern writers whom the 18th century critic Samuel Johnson deprecatingly called “the metaphysical poets”. Dr. Johnson thus criticized the fact that their poems seemingly privilege rhetorical wit over pleasurable sound and that their rhetoric of “discordia concors”, in which “the most heterogeneous ideas are yoked by violence together”, fails to successfully represent or move “the affections”. Instead of adhering to the classicist principles of movere and delectare, the metaphysical poets frequently challenge and occasionally frustrate the intellect with elaborate conceits and paradoxical arguments. In 1921, T.S. Eliot famously argued against Johnson that the works in question, despite their complexity, “possessed a mechanism of sensibility that could devour any kind of experience”. We are going to read selected poems by John Donne, George Herbert, Andrew Marvell, Abraham Cowley and others, covering the period between 1590 to 1680 and a large variety of topics and genres that range from love songs and religious sonnets to pastorals and so-called Country house poems. In close readings we are going to discuss their major stylistic and rhetorical features as well as their particular aesthetic impact. We will also look at a selection of additional sources that will help us to place the poems in the epistemological setting they emerged from, including neo-Platonist philosophy, Emblematics, continental concettismo, as well as scientific discourses of the time that had a significant impact on the writings of the metaphysical poets, such as astronomy, cosmology, and alchemy. Please acquire a copy of Colin Burrow’s anthology of Metaphysical Poetry, Penguin, 2006 (ISBN: 978-0140424447 ), which contains most of the poems we are going to discuss. All other materials will be available on StudIP.

Apart from clarifying the respective terminology (transculturalism, transculturality, transnation etc.) and mediating possible theoretical approaches to transcultural literary texts, the seminar also serves as an arena in which we will discuss the following topics: the geographical, linguistic and cultural displacement of transcultural authors and their characters; the challenges of divided loyalties and allegiances; nomadic personalities; the subject of belonging and related questions concerning identity (i.e. notions of ‘in-betweenness’, ‘beings in process’, or ‘hybridity’); coping with cultural difference; as well as the development of literary forms of writing doing justice to all of the above. The following fields of interest will be pursued in detail and through the study of representative texts: hybridity and transculturation (short fiction); identity and intertextuality (Rushdie); transcultural romance (Soueif); Afropolitanism (Selasi); and transnational detection (Ishiguro). Readings: selected short fiction as well as the following novels: Salman Rushdie, The Moor’s Last Sigh; Ahdaf Soueif, The Map of Love; Taije Selasi, Ghana Must Go; and Kazuo Ishiguro, When We Were Orphans. Philologists have always been editors. Seen through their lens, a text is a construct arrived at after consulting all relevant manuscript witnesses and systematically identifying the best readings while documenting variants. Editors thus require a knowledge not only of palaeography (the study of ancient script) and codicology (the study of books as material objects), but also of the arcane discipline of stemmatology, which infers the relationships between surviving copies of a text. As XML is now the encoding format of choice for humanities text corpora, editors find themselves confronted with a number of new domains. The first order of business is the study of the TEI (Text Encoding Initiative) standard of XML encoding. Every editing project begins with the questions of what information to encode, which TEI elements to use, and how to structure one’s documents, whether as individual transcriptions or complete critical editions. Ideally, decisions on these matters of document structure and encoding standards are made with further processing in mind: are the documents merely to be styled in CSS and displayed in the browser? Should they be transformed by XSLT into standalone HTML, plaintext, PDF, or word processing files? Is the end product a critical print edition? Does the research project involve corpus analysis e.g. through a Python XML library, or on the basis of plaintext transformations? In this course, which requires no prior knowledge of medieval languages, programming, or editorial principles (but see module prerequisites), students will learn the basics of early medieval codicology and palaeography before embarking on a hands-on workshop on TEI editing. They will familiarize themselves with the foundational principles of textual criticism; they will learn how to parse text-critical introductions and the critical apparatus; but above all, they will work on both single-witness transcriptions and basic critical editions, and learn at least where to start when seeking to prepare XML files for on-screen or print presentation. Students with prior experience in medieval English will be able to draw on their knowledge of the language to transcribe medieval English manuscripts, but they will acquire new skills on all fronts: manuscript transcription, textual criticism, XML, and CSS. Students with no prior knowledge of medieval English, with or without experience in the technologies used, will likewise become acquainted with the principles of textual criticism, and they will learn to transcribe medieval manuscripts in an agreed-upon language, as well as gain experience with TEI’s textcrit module.

Intended to make up for the negative portrayals of women in the Troilus and Romaunt of the Rose (or so the prologue has us believe), the poem tells the stories of ten classical heroines, including Cleopatra, Dido, and Alceste. What makes these women ‘good’ for Chaucer? In this class, we shall explore this question from a variety of perspectives, philological, theoretical, and social. Amongst other things, we will look at Chaucer’s use of sources (especially Ovid) as well as his relationships to his European contemporaries. The poem invites us to study an exciting range of topics, such as the variance of medieval texts, the reception of the classics in the Middle Ages, and medieval conceptions of authorship. Students will get a chance to improve their Middle English and to learn more about the circumstances that shaped the composition, circulation, and reception of medieval literature.

There are certain critics who claim that autobiography is a truly American genre. In this class, we will look at traditionally marginalized voices in American literature and culture, i.e. focus on the African-American experiences of life writing. William L. Andrews, one of the most distinguished scholars in the field, argues for the centrality of the African-American autobiographical tradition, stating that "[a]utobiography holds a position of priority, if not pre-eminence, among the narrative traditions of black America.[…]At the same time that autobiography has helped African Americans bear witness to an evolving tradition of liberated and empowered individuality, autobiography has also provided a forum for addressing the sociopolitical as well as cultural obstacles that impede the liberation and empowerment of African Americans in the United States" (The Oxford Companion to African-American Literature, ed. William L. Andrews et al., New York: Oxford UP, 1997, 34). This course will survey the rich tradition of African-American autobiography from the slave narrative (e.g., Frederick Douglass, Harriet Jacobs) to writers of the 20th century (e.g., Booker T. Washington, W.E.B. DuBois, Zora Neale Hurston, Richard Wright, 
  James Baldwin, Malcolm X). We will read (excerpts of) African-American autobiographies against the socio-political context of the respective period, such as the (pre) Civil War, the turn of the century with the rise of the 'New Negro' movement, the Harlem Renaissance, or the Civil Rights Movement. Our analysis and discussion of these autobiographical accounts will evolve around the following questions: How is (collective) race memory described/created in these texts? What are the major characteristics of this genre? What narrative forms can the genre take? Where do we find continuities, similarities, and differences among these texts? Are there differences between autobiographical writings of African-American women and men? What was the political impact of these accounts? Are these texts visionary, naïve, provocative, and/or realistic? Alex Haley (Penguin) before the start of the semester, and be present at the first session. "I work all night, I work all day, to pay the bills I have to pay - Ain't it sad; And still there never seems to be a single penny left for me - That's too bad; In my dreams I have a plan - If I got me a wealthy man; I wouldn't have to work at all, I'd fool around and have a ball. Money, money, money - Must be funny - In the rich man's world!" Thus run the lyrics of Abba's popular song Money, Money, Money of 1976. These lines engage with the idea of money related to work, toilsome endeavor to make it from 'rags-to-riches', dreams, entertainment and pleasure, as well as gendered discourses (here: a female in search of a wealthy man who uplifts her socially). With that, the song introduces a number of issues that are squarely situated in American culture and literature: the significance of finance, economic conditions, and class and their impact on the pursuit of happiness and the American Dream. This class sets out to discuss 'money' in recent American literature and film, focusing on representations of the (American/ized) world of finance in the culture of the 1980s to the present. How have the concepts of rags-to-riches and the American Dream been negotiated and developed against the backdrop of politico-economic trends and sociocultural conditions of the period? How exactly have authors and filmmakers discussed events such as stock market crashes and financial crises of the late 80s and the new millennium? How have the "new economy", yuppie culture, as well the interconnection of art and culture on the one hand, and capitalism and the economy on the other hand been addressed in a variety of texts of these decades? How 'gendered' and 'ethnic' has the representation of money been? And how has it affected the formation of (American) identity? In order to trace these questions, we will investigate theoretical texts that engage with the interlinkage of culture and finance/capitalism (such as by Pierre Bourdieu or Fredric Jameson) and then relate those to selected writings and films of the 1980s to the present. Discussions of fiction will include Tom Wolfe's The Bonfire of the Vanities (1987), Don De Lillo's Cosmopolis (2003), and Martha McPhee's Dear Money (2010). We will most likely analyze Wall Street (1987), its sequel Wall Street: Money Never Sleeps (2010), and A Perfect Murder (1998) as filmic representations of the 'money matter.' A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the three novels which we will discuss in full length: Tom Wolfe's The Bonfire of the Vanities (1987; Vintage edition preferred), Don De Lillo's Cosmopolis (2003; Picador edition preferred), and Martha McPhee's Dear Money (2010; Mariner edition preferred). Note: Since especially Wolfe's novel The Bonfire of the Vanities is rather voluminous, you might want to consider reading this book already during the semester break. Hardly any other early modern author’s life is as well documented as Shakespeare’s. We know about his early life in Stratford, and, apart from the seven years between 1585 and 1592, the so-called “lost years”, we are familiar with his career as a playwright, his later life, publications, and death in Stratford. However, in the Victorian period a debate about the truth of Shakespeare’s authorship began which, against better evidence, has never quite died down. Francis Bacon, Christopher Marlowe and the Earl of Oxford have been proposed as more plausible authors of his text corpus. This authorship debate had literary side effects: Writers started imagining Shakespeare’s biography in creative ways, and particularly since the late 20th century a variety of speculative fictional Shakespeares in prose, drama, and film has made the Bard as visible as never before. This course introduces students to the methods for the analysis and interpretation of visual media, with a special focus on film, video, and television. Taking a closer look at a number of examples from American film and television history, from the silent era to New Hollywood and the contemporary cinema, we will consider various parameters such as storytelling and narrative style, mise-en-scène and setting, cinematography, editing, sound, color, and special effects. At least one session will be dedicated to each of these aesthetic dimensions: we will closely examine selected scenes and discuss how they can be related to a film in its entirety. We will also consider how movies can be read according to genre—the western, melodrama, or the road movie—and explore how generic parameters contribute to the overall form and interpretation of a film. While feature and documentary films will constitute the primary material for close analysis, we will also consider specific television formats, especially serial forms. Here narrative modes depart significantly from feature films, due to the different spatiotemporal dimensions of storytelling. Learning how to read films and television shows with regard to formal aspects will acquaint students with the aesthetic and narrative features of screen media. Students will acquire the analytical skills to critically read and interpret screen media by relating their formal features and modes of storytelling to theme and sociopolitical contexts. Class discussions will be based on Timothy Corrigan and Patricia White's The Film Experience, a comprehensive introduction to the study of film, methods of film analysis, and key concepts of cinema and television studies featuring many examples and images. A list of about five movies that we will use as examples for analysis throughout the course will be announced with the syllabus at the beginning of the term. One of the liveliest medieval literary constructs, Chaucer's Wife of Bath is as inspiring as she is deceptive. Her Prologue is as much self-narration as it is a bricolage of misogynist classics, and her Tale as much a Romance as a contribution to the discourse on nobility. In short: she can be read in many different, even contradictory ways. Readers have enjoyed her provocative views on men, marriage, money, and female power throughout the ages, and many writers – John Dryden and James Joyce among them - have been inspired to rewrite her tale. Especially in the 21st century, Chaucer’s tale has stimulated a young generation of writers concerned with a multiethnic British society to use the Wife of Bath’s voice as a mouthpiece for a new, culturally diverse, and feminist Britain. In this class, we will engage with Chaucer's original text, first, and then turn to 21st-century adaptations by Patience Agbabi, Caroline Bergvall, and Zadie Smith. Contributions focusing on the sources used by Chaucer, her appearance in children's books, and pictorial and movie representations of her may round off our discussions. A good knowledge of Middle English is recommended, and a requirement for students taking this course within the medieval studies programme. This lecture series is aimed at introducing students to the literature and culture of the early modern period. Starting with an introduction to the European social and cultural history of the period from roughly 1400 to 1660, the lecture series looks at both the cultural context of the early modern period and at specific works of - mostly - British literature. Authors, texts, and genres to be studied include the prose of Thomas Nashe and Thomas More; the sonnet cycles of Philip Sidney, Edmund Spenser, and William Shakespeare; Elizabethan dramas by Thomas Kyd, Christopher Marlowe, and William Shakespeare; the Jacobean playwrights John Fletcher, Ben Jonson, and John Webster; the so-called metaphysical poets John Donne, Andrew Marvell, and Henry Vaughan; and the poetological works of Sidney and George Puttenham. We will also occasionally take a European perspective by looking at developments outside of Britain, most notably the essays by Montaigne, Italian renaissance poetry and poetics, and Spanish theatre and prose. Regarding the larger historical context, we will have a look at early modern philosophies; the rise of humanism and the renaissance; the reformation; the exploration of the new world; and the development of early modern theatre companies, all of which have significantly influenced the production and reception of early modern literature. Readings: A reading list will be provided in early October. Recommended background reading: The Cambridge Companion to English Literature 1500-1600, ed. Arthur F. Kinney. This third installment of the four-part lecture series, A Cultural History of American Literature, is devoted to literary modernism. Key authors include Henry James, Edith Wharton, Abraham Cahan, Willa Cather, Amy Lowell, Gertrude Stein, Robert Frost, Sherwood Anderson, Wallace Stevens, William Carlos Williams, Eliot, Pound, H.D., Marianne Moore, Zora Neale Hurston, Fitzgerald, Hart Crane, Ernest Hemingway, Langston Hughes, John Steinbeck, and Richard Wright, among others. Much of the course will be devoted to fiction, but we will also spend a great deal of time discussing poetry, one of modernism's privileged literary genres and certainly a laboratory for the kind of formal experiments also taking place in painting, sculpture, photography, cinema, and music. A major theme will be the emergence of a recognizably international avant-garde, cosmopolitan in its orientation and often revolutionary in its politics, and dedicated to shocking the "philistines" and the "bourgeoisie" out of their social and cultural complacency. We will approach modernism as an oppositional culture that was fueled by many, sometimes contradictory oppositional stances. The artists of the Harlem Renaissance saw cultural representation as a means of achieving political representation for African Americans; many female artists advocated women's rights; a number of artists urged personal liberation in matters of sexuality and lifestyle; and while some looked forward to the communist revolution, others endorsed traditionalism and even fascism. This course is designed to give a sense of the urgency and diversity of an explosive half-century marked by extreme artistic innovation and torn apart by two world wars. In this course we will consider biographical narratives as they play out in different media formats, especially the filmic genre of the biopic and life writing, that is, memoirs and (auto)biography, but we will also consider how telling of life stories is related to visual materials, especially photography. Life narratives, on the screen and in writing, present the biographies or significant episodes of the lives of artists, writers, musicians, politicians, and other public figures. In this seminar, we will approach cinematic and nonfiction writing in a comparative manner and study them as different expressions of life writing. Considering theoretical concepts of the (auto)biographical genre, we will pay particular attention to the different styles and narrative strategies employed, both literary and cinematic: Which episodes in a person's life are portrayed? What constitutes significant turning points in a biography? Can we make out typical patterns of how life stories are being told? The focus will lie on filmic biopics, mostly documentaries, but also one or two feature films. We will take a close look at the aesthetic and narrative devices used to chronicle individual lives in these different subgenres. How do films or memoirs tell lives? We explore how documentaries interweave memories, testimonials, photos, news reports, historical footage, sound bites, and voiceover narration into coherent or discontinuous life stories. Regarding both filmic and written texts, we will ask how they contextualize the lives of their subjects/selves within the historical, political, and cultural contexts of their time. What concepts of gender, race, class, age, and sexuality are seen to constitute biographical becoming? We will read Joan Didion's The Year of Magical Thinking (2005) and excerpts from Michelle Obama's Becoming (2019). Most of the biopics are available on either Kanopy (available for students of the university) and Netflix: here you need to make sure to have an individual access as it cannot be provided by the university. Documentaries to be discussed include Joan Didion: The Center Will Not Hold (2017), Becoming (on/with Michelle Obama, 2020); The Life of Toni Morrison (2015); What Happened, Miss Simone? (on Nina Simone, 2015); The Mystery of Marilyn Monroe: The Unheard Tapes (2022). The syllabus including the final selection of films will be presented at the beginning of the semester. Zine culture is still alive today and zines are produced in many different shapes, ranging from fanzines to artzines and perzines (that is, autobiographical ‘personal zines’). This course will introduce you to the history of the genre through prominent examples of the fanzine (1930s), punk zine (1970s), and riot grrrl zine (1990s). We will then consider contemporary subgenres like the artzine and perzine and pay particular attention to how making and reading zines has changed with the rise of digital and esp. social media. We will read theoretical texts and discuss concepts that will help us approach zines as complex multimodal objects. Finally ,there will also be a zine-making session.

In this class we will work step by step through the analysis of major phenomena in semantics and pragmatics.
