We will ask ourselves how the
socio-economic revolution that we now call neo-liberalism has not only transformed mate-
rial living-conditions, but also how it impacted on modes of experiencing sociality, on the
shape of love- and family-relationships, and on the conceptions of time that structure the-
se novels. Despite their bleakness, we will also see that these novels project modes of hu-
man dignity, reason, and beauty that are readable across class and political divisions and
may, thus, also be understood as aesthetic attempts at social recognition and reconciliati-
on.

In "Letter to America", while referring to Canada and the United States, Margaret Atwood
writes: "We"ve always been close, you and we. History, that old entangler, has twisted us
together since the early seventeenth century" (Atwood, Writing with Intent 281).
Indeed, Canada and the United States share many things in common: besides having
strong economic bounds, and sharing a unique geographical situation in North America,
they also have the longest unguarded border in the world. It is then unsurprising that the
attacks on the World Trade Center in September 2001 had an immediate impact on both
countries as well as on the everyday life of many Canadian and American citizens, and on
the U.S./Canada border. Following the discussion on terrorism and how to fight it, a con-
cern right after 9/11 - and ever since - has been to rethink the control along the borders.
The USA Patriot Act was passed on October 25, 2001, and the Government of Canada
adopted the Canadian Anti-terrorism Act on December 18, 2001. Although both acts show
key differences, one common result has been an increase in surveillance in both coun-
tries.
The goal of this course is to show how Canadian and American writers have presen-
ted and negotiated aspects of homeland security, public safety, surveillance (corporate,
military or state surveillance), privacy, and issues of immigration in their writings in the
post-9/11 era as well as the reception of this literary production across both sides of the
49th parallel. A close attention will be paid to the representation of the border in the litera-
ry (con)texts: What role does 'the border' play (geographical, social, cultural, political, but
also psychological borders) in Canadian and American border narratives? Has this re-
presentation changed/evolved over the last decade? Is there a new relationship with the
Other in the Canadian/American imaginary? Following that path - and in a transnational
frame of thought - this course will look at Francophone and Anglophone Canadian and
American selected novels and will further investigate these questions.

Note: All sessions will be held in English, but the students can choose to write their assi-
gnments as well as the final paper in English or French.

The course will start on April 24, 2018. The registration deadline is April 17, 2018.

Kommentar Are you interested in the history of English literature? This course expects you to have
completed module B.EP.202 Anglophone Literature and Culture II as a prerequisite: af-
ter having learnt all about whatever period you covered, are you now hooked on knowing
more about English literature, its key texts, key authors and what makes them canonical?
This self-study unit is designed to broaden and deepen your knowledge of two periods in
English literary history with the help of books on literary history and anthologies. In parti-
cular, you will get a good overview of each period you are tackling, with in-depth informa-
tion on what shapes the period itself, on authors and their texts, and on the developments
within genres. At the same time you will experience that books on history are nothing to
be afraid of - indeed, they can be positively enjoyable. (Not all of them are, but we will skirt
around the ones that are extremely boring, prosy or ancient!)

Note that this is a self-study unit. It expects students to work on their own, or in groups
of two or three students. It is not a course that is taught on a weekly basis though it is or-
ganized around tasks to be completed on a week-by-week basis. Communication and
feedback will be by email and in one-on-two meetings on Thursday mornings. As such,
this course expects quite an amount of self-discipline on the part of the participants - but
fear not, the unit is structured in such a way as to help you cope with this if you are willing
to put some work in!

Kommentar This is the second in a series of four lecture courses devoted to exploring the cultural hi-
story of American literature. It is designed to provide an overview of U.S.-American litera-
ry and cultural history, beginning roughly with the burning of the U.S.S. Philadelphia in Tri-
poli Harbor in 1804 and ending with the explosion of the U.S.S. Maine in Havana Harbor
in 1898. As these framing examples suggest, the course will approach American literature
and culture from an international perspective, considering both its relation overseas en-
gagements and continental expansion, but also, more generally, American culture as part
of part of the process of transnational dialogue and exchange that led to the modern era.
As Emily Dickinson put it, "There is no frigate like a book." We will consider sentimenta-
lism, Transcendentalism, and the various authors of the American Renaissance. We will
read poetry in various forms, and also trace the development of various narrative genres
and modes, placing romance, realism, regionalism, and naturalism in their historical con-
text.  We will consider painting, architecture, and popular culture, the emergence of pho-
tography, and their connection to major domestic crises such as the Civil War. We will al-
so consider political movements such as abolitionism and the slave narrative as a founda-
tional American genre. The aim of the lectures is to chart the cultural course of a new nati-
on expanding geographically, financially, and politically, from the first hesitant attempts to
consolidate the gains of the Revolutionary War to the self-confident maneuvering of a glo-
bal player on the threshold of the "American century."
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An electronic course packet will be provided.

Kommentar Since its beginnings in the late 18th century, the versatile and polymorphous genre of Go-
thic fiction has not only been highly popular and successful in the American literary mar-
ketplace. It also always has provided a point of entry for a critical analysis of concealed
and underlying socio-cultural dynamics in American society. Charles L. Crow states in the
introduction of his book American Gothic (2009) that in order "[t]o understand American li-
terature, and indeed America, one must understand the Gothic, which is, simply, the ima-
ginative expression of fears and forbidden desires of Americans" (1).

Following Crow's programmatic statement, this class will retrace the Gothic mode of Ame-
rican literature by discussing tales, short stories, and (excerpts of) novels from the late
18th century to the postmodern age against the backdrop of their specific cultural and hi-
storic situations. Focusing on the historical development and trajectory of the genre, we
will, on the one hand, analyze the emergence and continuous transformation(s) of the ge-
neric tropes and formal conventions of the Gothic throughout the literary history of Ame-
rica. On the other hand, we will inquire how the Gothic form negotiated and questioned
normalized notions of sexuality, subjectivity, (in)sanity, or corporeality as well as the open
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and subliminal power structures defining race, class, and gender categories in American
culture.

Kommentar Was Romanticism an outgrowth of Enlightenment philosophy or was it the first stage of
what has come to be known as the Counter-Enlightenment? Broadly speaking, critics ha-
ve seen Romanticism as a reaction to the overstatement of faith in reason and empiri-
cism in the Enlightenment. In Europe, this is a conflict that is still with us today. Roman-
ticism forms an essential part of our cultural identity, particularly in the national literature
of Britain, France, and Germany. From Wordsworth to Goethe, we have inherited the ar-
chetypal image of the poet contemplating the depths of life and experience on long na-
ture walks; from Keats to Hoelderlin, the notion of troubled thinkers and artists wrestling
with their consciences and with the universe. But America, a nation founded on the ratio-
nal, self-evident principles of the Enlightenment, and yet imbued with the fervent spirit of
Romanticism's return to the passions, is often curiously absent from this debate, with the
notable exception of transcendentalism. In this course, we will explore the place and lega-
cy of Romanticism in nineteenth century America. We will look at the extent to which Ame-
rican Romanticism was indebted to, and departed from movements in Britain and Europe.

Kommentar Alexis de Tocqueville, observing the forced deportations of Native Americans in the ear-
ly part of the nineteenth century, remarked with bitter irony that "it is impossible to destroy
men with more respect for the laws of humanity."  He was commenting, in part, on the rhe-
toric used to justify Western expansion—a rhetoric powerful enough to convince Tocque-
ville that Native Americans were doomed to extinction. They weren"t, but the myth of their
vanishing was powerful enough to motivate both government policy and literary invention.

This seminar will explore the myth of the vanishing Indian in three influential literary texts
from the nineteenth century. It will also look at writing by and about Native Americans who
were removed from their lands and often confined to reservations, but who did not disap-
pear. The myth of the vanishing Indian expressed the tragic fact that conflict at the frontier
was violent enough to destroy countless lives and numerous native cultures. However, it
also served to justify such violence, and sometimes to obscure its details, as culture beca-
me a staging ground for the battle over what the frontier meant. Native Americans coun-
tered the myth by writing themselves into local and national histories. Sometimes Indian
agents, translators, and ethnographers would attempt to write their stories for them, spea-
king in the name of people who did not necessarily authorize their intervention. This se-
minar will attempt to represent some of the many conflicting sides of frontier conflict, and
it will be team-taught by Prof. Andrew Gross (North American Studies) and Prof. Gordon
Whittaker (Institute of Ethnology).

Kommentar This class focuses on how nineteenth and twentieth century short stories use automata
and cyborgs to complicate binary distinctions between technology and the human. We will
analyze how these hybrids raise questions about embodiment, challenge gender dichoto-
mies, and dissolve rigid distinctions between the human and the nonhuman. Our discussi-
ons will be informed by theoretical approaches such as Donna Haraway's seminal A Mani-
festo for Cyborgs (1985) and N. Katherine Hayles's How We Became Posthuman (1999)
and will explore the function of cyborgs and automata with regard to medial self-reflexivity
as well as constructions of gender, race, class, sexuality, and disability.

The required reading will include Edgar A. Poe's "Maelzel"s Chess-Player" (1836) and
"The Man That Was Used Up" (1839), Nathaniel Hawthorne's "The Artist of the Beauti-
ful" (1844), Herman Melville's "Bartleby, the Scrivener" (1853), Edward Page Mitchell's
"The Ablest Man in the World" (1879), Ambrose Bierce's "Moxon's Master" (1899), C.L.
Moore's "No Woman Born" (1944), and James Tiptree, Jr.'s "The Girl Who Was Plugged
in" (1973).

Kommentar "For the poet, the world is word. Words. Not that precisely. Precisely: the world and words
fuck each other." (Kathy Acker)

 "Queen of punk literature", "America"s most transgressive novelist", "post-feminist porno-
grapher", "literary pop star", "postmodern Colette" - many labels have been used to des-
cribe the writer, essayist, and performance artist Kathy Acker (1947-1997) and her highly
controversial work.

Based on three of her novels - Blood and Guts in High School (1978/84), Don Quixote
(1986), In Memoriam to Identity (1990) - as well as on selected essays and interviews, this
course will provide a basic introduction to her oeuvre. We will examine Acker's roots in
New York's late 1970s underground culture, retrace her major literary influences from the
historical Avant-garde to (post)modernist transgressive writers such as Jean Genet or Wil-
liam S. Burroughs, analyze the functions of her plagiaristic collage style, and discuss her
sex-positive approach to pornography as a strategy to subvert the phallo(go)centric order
of Western culture. 

Acker's writing is highly complex and experimental but there is no need to be "afraid of
her" (as the title of a biographical film documentary about her might suggest). The seminar
will provide the proper theoretical interpretation tools to make Acker's texts accessible and
to enjoy the wisdom and the wit of one of America's most radical and most unique literary
voices.

Kommentar This seminar is not a part of the regular modular system and limited to twelve interested
students. It is designed to train students in the close reading of poetry. The assignments
will not exceed two poems a week. Students will be requested to read these in advance,
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but then we will use class time (usually one hour) to read them together, paying particular
attention to how formal characteristic such as rhyme, meter, and imagery help the poems
dramatize their meanings.  Our model here will be the methods developed by the New Cri-
ticism. Students who participate in this special seminar will leave with an understanding of
how poems work and with the skills needed to analyze poetry and other literary texts.

Kommentar From the first daguerreotypes presented by J.L.M. Daguerre in 1839 to the invention of
"paper photography" (calotype) by W.H.F. Talbot, the new photographic medium became
an object of study and a rich source of metaphor in nineteenth-century British and Ame-
rican literature. This seminar will explore the impact of photography on literary genres
and modern vision. We will study the ways authors have been inspired by and challenged
the different practices and technologies of early photography. We will look at the debates
about the artistic/scientific use of the new medium and trace its early history, in particular
the flourishing photography clubs in Edinburgh where pioneering artist like David Octavi-
us Hill (1802-1870) created artistic images of the city and its citizens. We will discuss the-
se issues during close readings of works by Nathaniel Hawthorne, Henry James, Amy Le-
vy, and R.L. Stevenson, among others.

Kommentar This is the second in a series of four lecture courses devoted to exploring the cultural hi-
story of American literature. It is designed to provide an overview of U.S.-American litera-
ry and cultural history, beginning roughly with the burning of the U.S.S. Philadelphia in Tri-
poli Harbor in 1804 and ending with the explosion of the U.S.S. Maine in Havana Harbor
in 1898. As these framing examples suggest, the course will approach American literature
and culture from an international perspective, considering both its relation overseas en-
gagements and continental expansion, but also, more generally, American culture as part
of part of the process of transnational dialogue and exchange that led to the modern era.
As Emily Dickinson put it, "There is no frigate like a book." We will consider sentimenta-
lism, Transcendentalism, and the various authors of the American Renaissance. We will
read poetry in various forms, and also trace the development of various narrative genres
and modes, placing romance, realism, regionalism, and naturalism in their historical con-
text.  We will consider painting, architecture, and popular culture, the emergence of pho-
tography, and their connection to major domestic crises such as the Civil War. We will al-
so consider political movements such as abolitionism and the slave narrative as a founda-
tional American genre. The aim of the lectures is to chart the cultural course of a new nati-
on expanding geographically, financially, and politically, from the first hesitant attempts to
consolidate the gains of the Revolutionary War to the self-confident maneuvering of a glo-
bal player on the threshold of the "American century."

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Kommentar This is the second in a series of four lecture courses devoted to exploring the cultural hi-
story of American literature. It is designed to provide an overview of U.S.-American litera-
ry and cultural history, beginning roughly with the burning of the U.S.S. Philadelphia in Tri-
poli Harbor in 1804 and ending with the explosion of the U.S.S. Maine in Havana Harbor
in 1898. As these framing examples suggest, the course will approach American literature
and culture from an international perspective, considering both its relation overseas en-
gagements and continental expansion, but also, more generally, American culture as part
of part of the process of transnational dialogue and exchange that led to the modern era.
As Emily Dickinson put it, "There is no frigate like a book." We will consider sentimenta-
lism, Transcendentalism, and the various authors of the American Renaissance. We will
read poetry in various forms, and also trace the development of various narrative genres
and modes, placing romance, realism, regionalism, and naturalism in their historical con-
text.  We will consider painting, architecture, and popular culture, the emergence of pho-
tography, and their connection to major domestic crises such as the Civil War. We will al-
so consider political movements such as abolitionism and the slave narrative as a founda-
tional American genre. The aim of the lectures is to chart the cultural course of a new nati-
on expanding geographically, financially, and politically, from the first hesitant attempts to
consolidate the gains of the Revolutionary War to the self-confident maneuvering of a glo-
bal player on the threshold of the "American century."

Kommentar Since its beginnings in the late 18th century, the versatile and polymorphous genre of Go-
thic fiction has not only been highly popular and successful in the American literary mar-
ketplace. It also always has provided a point of entry for a critical analysis of concealed
and underlying socio-cultural dynamics in American society. Charles L. Crow states in the
introduction of his book American Gothic (2009) that in order "[t]o understand American li-
terature, and indeed America, one must understand the Gothic, which is, simply, the ima-
ginative expression of fears and forbidden desires of Americans" (1).

Following Crow's programmatic statement, this class will retrace the Gothic mode of Ame-
rican literature by discussing tales, short stories, and (excerpts of) novels from the late
18th century to the postmodern age against the backdrop of their specific cultural and hi-
storic situations. Focusing on the historical development and trajectory of the genre, we
will, on the one hand, analyze the emergence and continuous transformation(s) of the ge-
neric tropes and formal conventions of the Gothic throughout the literary history of Ame-
rica. On the other hand, we will inquire how the Gothic form negotiated and questioned
normalized notions of sexuality, subjectivity, (in)sanity, or corporeality as well as the open
and subliminal power structures defining race, class, and gender categories in American
culture.

Kommentar Was Romanticism an outgrowth of Enlightenment philosophy or was it the first stage of
what has come to be known as the Counter-Enlightenment? Broadly speaking, critics ha-
ve seen Romanticism as a reaction to the overstatement of faith in reason and empiri-
cism in the Enlightenment. In Europe, this is a conflict that is still with us today. Roman-
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ticism forms an essential part of our cultural identity, particularly in the national literature
of Britain, France, and Germany. From Wordsworth to Goethe, we have inherited the ar-
chetypal image of the poet contemplating the depths of life and experience on long na-
ture walks; from Keats to Hoelderlin, the notion of troubled thinkers and artists wrestling
with their consciences and with the universe. But America, a nation founded on the ratio-
nal, self-evident principles of the Enlightenment, and yet imbued with the fervent spirit of
Romanticism's return to the passions, is often curiously absent from this debate, with the
notable exception of transcendentalism. In this course, we will explore the place and lega-
cy of Romanticism in nineteenth century America. We will look at the extent to which Ame-
rican Romanticism was indebted to, and departed from movements in Britain and Europe.

Kommentar Alexis de Tocqueville, observing the forced deportations of Native Americans in the ear-
ly part of the nineteenth century, remarked with bitter irony that "it is impossible to destroy
men with more respect for the laws of humanity."  He was commenting, in part, on the rhe-
toric used to justify Western expansion—a rhetoric powerful enough to convince Tocque-
ville that Native Americans were doomed to extinction. They weren"t, but the myth of their
vanishing was powerful enough to motivate both government policy and literary invention.

This seminar will explore the myth of the vanishing Indian in three influential literary texts
from the nineteenth century. It will also look at writing by and about Native Americans who
were removed from their lands and often confined to reservations, but who did not disap-
pear. The myth of the vanishing Indian expressed the tragic fact that conflict at the frontier
was violent enough to destroy countless lives and numerous native cultures. However, it
also served to justify such violence, and sometimes to obscure its details, as culture beca-
me a staging ground for the battle over what the frontier meant. Native Americans coun-
tered the myth by writing themselves into local and national histories. Sometimes Indian
agents, translators, and ethnographers would attempt to write their stories for them, spea-
king in the name of people who did not necessarily authorize their intervention. This se-
minar will attempt to represent some of the many conflicting sides of frontier conflict, and
it will be team-taught by Prof. Andrew Gross (North American Studies) and Prof. Gordon
Whittaker (Institute of Ethnology).

Kommentar This class focuses on how nineteenth and twentieth century short stories use automata
and cyborgs to complicate binary distinctions between technology and the human. We will
analyze how these hybrids raise questions about embodiment, challenge gender dichoto-
mies, and dissolve rigid distinctions between the human and the nonhuman. Our discussi-
ons will be informed by theoretical approaches such as Donna Haraway's seminal A Mani-
festo for Cyborgs (1985) and N. Katherine Hayles's How We Became Posthuman (1999)
and will explore the function of cyborgs and automata with regard to medial self-reflexivity
as well as constructions of gender, race, class, sexuality, and disability.

The required reading will include Edgar A. Poe's "Maelzel"s Chess-Player" (1836) and
"The Man That Was Used Up" (1839), Nathaniel Hawthorne's "The Artist of the Beauti-
ful" (1844), Herman Melville's "Bartleby, the Scrivener" (1853), Edward Page Mitchell's
"The Ablest Man in the World" (1879), Ambrose Bierce's "Moxon's Master" (1899), C.L.
Moore's "No Woman Born" (1944), and James Tiptree, Jr.'s "The Girl Who Was Plugged
in" (1973).

Kommentar "For the poet, the world is word. Words. Not that precisely. Precisely: the world and words
fuck each other." (Kathy Acker)

 "Queen of punk literature", "America"s most transgressive novelist", "post-feminist porno-
grapher", "literary pop star", "postmodern Colette" - many labels have been used to des-
cribe the writer, essayist, and performance artist Kathy Acker (1947-1997) and her highly
controversial work.

Based on three of her novels - Blood and Guts in High School (1978/84), Don Quixote
(1986), In Memoriam to Identity (1990) - as well as on selected essays and interviews, this
course will provide a basic introduction to her oeuvre. We will examine Acker's roots in
New York's late 1970s underground culture, retrace her major literary influences from the
historical Avant-garde to (post)modernist transgressive writers such as Jean Genet or Wil-
liam S. Burroughs, analyze the functions of her plagiaristic collage style, and discuss her
sex-positive approach to pornography as a strategy to subvert the phallo(go)centric order
of Western culture. 

Acker's writing is highly complex and experimental but there is no need to be "afraid of
her" (as the title of a biographical film documentary about her might suggest). The seminar
will provide the proper theoretical interpretation tools to make Acker's texts accessible and
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to enjoy the wisdom and the wit of one of America's most radical and most unique literary
voices.

Kommentar From the first daguerreotypes presented by J.L.M. Daguerre in 1839 to the invention of
"paper photography" (calotype) by W.H.F. Talbot, the new photographic medium became
an object of study and a rich source of metaphor in nineteenth-century British and Ame-
rican literature. This seminar will explore the impact of photography on literary genres
and modern vision. We will study the ways authors have been inspired by and challenged
the different practices and technologies of early photography. We will look at the debates
about the artistic/scientific use of the new medium and trace its early history, in particular
the flourishing photography clubs in Edinburgh where pioneering artist like David Octavi-
us Hill (1802-1870) created artistic images of the city and its citizens. We will discuss the-
se issues during close readings of works by Nathaniel Hawthorne, Henry James, Amy Le-
vy, and R.L. Stevenson, among others.

Secondary sources and photographic material will be available on StudIP in due time. Stu-
dents will be asked to give a short presentation and participate actively in group discussi-
ons.

Kommentar Endless skies, stunning desert landscapes, and the dream of a "weightless life along
the way" are some of the stock ingredients of the road movie. The genre often revolves
around criminal couples or buddies and the escape from petty-bourgeois boredom. Ac-
cordingly, the road promises liberation, soul-searching and self-discovery beyond the
constraints of society and family. Road movies are about the journey, not the destinati-
on; and we will explore the dreams, yearnings, and dangers associated with the road and
the (geographical and psychological) mobility of promises. How does the chronotope of
the road and the American landscape suggest an alternative space of greater freedom?
A space for probing social, sexual, and gender boundaries and for trying out new identi-
ties and ways of living? We will explore the road movie as a cultural tradition that reaches
back to the Western and American myths of individual mobility. We will critically reflect
the male-dominated clichés that have informed the genre, and study films that challen-
ge this masculine bias by presenting stories of women's liberation, the struggle for native
American, queer and transsexual identities and by conveying complex character portra-
yals. In order to study the genre in its historical and cultural variety, we will begin by ana-
lyzing some classic road films from the 1960s and 70s like Bonnie and Clyde (1967), Ea-
sy Rider (1969), and Badlands (1973). We will then move on to films that present different
odd couples or threesomes embarking on cross-country trips--friends, siblings, cousins,
and unlikely travel mates, whose relationships develop during the journey: Stranger than
Paradise (1984), Rain Man (1988), Thelma & Louise (1991), and Smoke Signals (1998),
and more recent films characterized by a great variety of motivations, moods and mo-
bility on the road: About Schmidt (2002), The Motorcycle Diaries (2004), Transamerica
(2005), Broken Flowers (2005), My Blueberry Nights (2005), Little Miss Sunshine (2006),
and Cloudburst (2011). The aim of the course is to familiarize ourselves with the classic
features of the genre, especially regarding narrative forms, cinematography and mise-en-
scène, and to explore the road movie as a genre that lends itself to a great variety of inter-
pretations of the American cultural landscape.

The final selection of films, theoretical texts and film criticism will be presented with the
syllabus at the beginning of the term.

Kommentar This course will introduce students to the three main narrative modes of the 20th and 21st
centuries and discuss the texts in the light of their central narratological aspects - for in-
stance, the problem of mimesis, the role of the narrator, the difference between "telling
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and showing" -  as well as the concept of time, reality and history. Whereas modernist and
postmodernist literature have always been praised for their experimental styles, their ce-
lebration of the literary, and their imaginative ways of representing the world, realist ficti-
on has been regarded as less innovative: often seen as backwards, traditional and with an
unrefined and unsophisticated attitude towards reality, while nevertheless remaining the
dominant narrative form. While experimental fiction continues to thrive, 21st century fiction
testifies to the resilience of realist narrative modes and patterns.

Kommentar In this course, after thoroughly analysing Robert Louis Stevenson's Strange Case of Dr
Jekyll and Mr Hyde and an early film adaptation from the 1930s, we will discuss several
contemporary rewritings into novel, comic, film, and TV show.

Kommentar Visions of New York City have been largely influenced by novels, films, poetry, and the
arts. In this course, we will study texts that tell stories set in the urban metropolis, but also
narratives in which the city itself comes to take on the role of a protagonist rather than a
mere backdrop of human action. Questions of urban geography, narrative strategies, and
the physical experience of the city will guide our critical exploration of literature, movies,
and visual arts: How does walking or riding on the subway come to represent the urban
landscape in novels and poetry? Which perspectives of the city are presented from diffe-
rent locales, such as the street, the river, the beach, rooftops and skyscrapers? How does
New York serve as a setting for stories of work, love, and leisure? In which ways does the
city figure as a place of inspiration and artistic expression, as a refuge, a social stage, and
as threat or antagonist? In order to address these questions, we will consider the mythic
aspects of New York narratives that often do not square with social realities, especially re-
garding the economic chasm between the well-to-do and those who have been less "for-
tunate." How do literature and the arts reflect the city of social inequality, both the dreams
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associated with artistic and economic aspiration, and the stark poverty and lack of per-
spective characterizing those New Yorkers that live close to poverty or lack a home alto-
gether? How is the historical change, the development of neighborhoods, the world of fi-
nance and fashion, and the encounters of people and nonhumans in the city's public pla-
ces reflected in narrative, cinematic, and poetic texts?

We will explore these questions by reading novels, short stories, essays, and poetry by
Walt Whitman, James Weldon Johnson, Damon Runyon, Alfred Kazin, James Baldwin,
Langston Hughes, Li-Young Lee,  Marianne Moore, Elizabeth Bishop, Frank O'Hara,
Colson Whitehead, Lydia Davis, Junot Diaz, Zadie Smith, Teju Cole, Jennifer Egan and
others.

Kommentar This class sets out to investigate the significance of the theme and practice of seduction in
American literature and culture from its formative years in the early Republic, through the
nineteenth and twentieth centuries, to recent representations.

We will be concerned with the moral and political discussions around seduction in the
eighteenth century, as we will read Susanna Haswell Rowson's novel Charlotte Temple
(1791/94) and Hannah Foster's successful epistolary novel The Coquette (1797), and then
turn to nineteenth century texts which take up the theme in different guises and to different
purposes (for example by authors such as Charles Brockden Brown, George Lippard, and
Edgar Allan Poe). The class will also focus on how seduction as a topic underwent realist
and modernist reconceptualizations in the writings of Henry James and Theodore Dreiser
[Sister Carrie (1900)]. The final section of this class will be dedicated to reflections and re-
fashionings of seduction in twentieth century literature and film (possibly The Postman Al-
ways Rins Twice, American Beauty, Fatal Attraction, and Brokeback Mountain).

Class readings (such as excerpts, short stories, and secondary material) will be provi-
ded in a reader at the beginning of the semester; but you need to purchase the three no-
vels which we will read in full length. These are, as indicated above, Susanna Haswell
Rowson's Charlotte Temple, Hannah Foster's The Coquette, and Theodore Dreiser's Si-
ster Carrie. Preferably, you should purchase the Penguin Classics editions of these three
novels, but other editions would be OK to use as well. Further secondary literature will be
made available on the reserve shelf in the library.

Kommentar In this seminar we will read some of Benjamin Franklin's most significant writings in chro-
nological order, starting with the Silence Dogood letters, continuing through the various
versions of Poor Richard's Almanack, and culminating in the Autobiography. The purpo-
se of the exercise is to place his inventions and style in relation to those developments in
social, political, and scientific thought that might be called the American Enlightenment.
We will pay particular attention to the role of satire in Franklin's attacks on received wis-
dom and authority. We will also look at his scientific treatises and the way they may or
may not anticipate the scientific method. We will discuss his changing views on religion
and politics; his multiple roles as publisher, public figure, businessman, and diplomat; and
his fashioning of the various public personae that would serve him in his official capaci-
ties. Of particular interest will be his adoption of the middle-class persona that would com-
mand increasing authority in the Early Republic and that continues to inform the ideology
of the "self-made man" today. It will be important to remember that Franklin was always a
controversial figure, even during his lifetime, and that his representations were selective,
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especially when they touched on his own family. Thus we will explore the history of Fran-
klin reception, determining when he served as a positive or negative role-model and trea-
ting him as a bellwether for certain trends in political, philosophical, and social thinking,
and for changing attitudes towards the Enlightenment.

His main legacy is a single manuscript (possibly an autograph)
known as London, British Library, Cotton Nero A.x, one of the first surviving English books
with coloured illustrations. The four poems contained in this book, Pearl, Cleanness, Pati-
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ence, and Sir Gawain and the Green Knight belong to the most beautiful pieces of medie-
val poetry in English, yet they also rank among the most complex and daring literary expe-
riments of the time, both in style and contents. This course will offer the tools to tackle the-
se famous pieces of the English literary canon as well as meditative, exegetical, and sati-
rical theories and approaches to their understanding. Students should obtain and read all
poems in the edition J.J. Anderson (eds.), Pearl, Cleanness, Patience, Sir Gawain and the
Green Knight (London: Dent-Everyman's Library, 1998).

Kommentar A fundamental tenet of modern generative linguistics is the insight that syntax cares about
hierarchical structure rather than linear order. This raises the question, however, what en-
sures that strings of words are pronounced in a linearly correct way. Traditionally, lineari-
zation has been thought to be a matter of head parameters: for each category in a given
language, the head parameter states whether the head of this category takes its comple-
ment to its right or to its left, in other words, whether the phrase is head-initial or head-fi-
nal. However, the observation that linearization is subject to certain asymmetries (e.g.,
specifiers tend cross-linguistically to be to the left of their heads and wh-movement seems
universally to occur leftward) has triggered the emergence of a different school of thought,
according to which it is the syntactic structure that determines the word order and which
culminated in Richard Kayne's (1994) Linear Correspondence Axiom. In this course, we
will discuss various theories of linearization that attribute more or less importance to syn-
tactic structure and see how they account for a number of linearization phenomena, such
as the asymmetries mentioned above, the Final-over-Final Constraint (FOFC), the Head-
Final Filter (HFF), and so on.

Do we need a specific operation called Pair-Merge for adjuncts (Chomsky,
2004), or do proper accounts of adjuncts refer to labeling (Hornstein & Nunes, 2008) and
projections of features (Zeijlstra, 2017)?
