Natural language processing (NLP) is the evaluation and generation of human language by computational means. Although general-purpose large language models now perform reasonably well even on modest-sized dead languages, purpose-built NLP libraries are still sorely lacking for premodern languages other than Latin. The computational handling of these corpora accordingly takes us back to the basics, manipulating strings of text, but it also raises the question whether machine learning can be of help with such limited training data. In this course, you will learn to deploy such Python libraries as NLTK and CLTK as well as the Python Standard Library and regular expressions to organize Modern English, but above all Old English and some Latin text, and generate statistics on the basis of plaintext corpora. You will try your hand at stemming, quantitative analysis, and word embedding, while picking up key principles from the realms of linear algebra and machine learning along the way so you may develop an understanding of what separates the abilities of humans and machines to process language, and how to go about training a machine to help out with your research or other text-based projects. The course assumes no prior knowledge of Python, algebra, machine learning, or Latin, and students in modules outside the English Department in particular are not expected to have a prior knowledge of Old English.

In 1957 Ian Watt (1917-1999) published his landmark study, The Rise of the Novel: Studies in Defoe, Richardson and Fielding, a veritable discourse maker in literary studies, which has given rise to lively debates regarding his main claims as well as the texts and authors chosen for his examination. Watt principally suggests that the appearance of the early 18th-century novels by these authors marked a turning point in the development of fictional writing, which broke with the tradition of the epic by relying on realism and protagonists who were identifiable as everyday people with an individual consciousness and experiences. The background of this transformation was built by the industrial revolution and its aftermath, mainly the emergence of the middle classes but also the increase in literacy which both led to a demand for literature rooted in everyday life, based on true experiences of individualized characters moulded on real people. This suited the talents of such writers as the journalist Daniel Defoe who was a Dissenter and whose novel, Robinson Crusoe (1719), provided the sort of authenticity that readers of the time would have felt most attracted to. Others followed, thus setting up a tradition of the realist English novel which also includes Crusoe’s Moll Flanders, and novels by Samuel Richardson, Henry Fielding, and Laurence Sterne. This narrative of the English novel has been challenged on several counts, the principal of which are Watt’s foregrounding of realism as a quality of the novel and his canonization of some writers at the cost of their significant predecessors. With regard to the latter, scholars have taken Watt to task for ignoring the three female writers that allegedly formed the “Fair triumvirate of Wit” in late 17th - early 18th century and who had already authored novels in the English language, namely Aphra Behn, Delariviere Manley, and Eliza Haywood. This course will include both Ian Watt’s study and its reception, and a list of novels pertaining to the topic. The choice of texts is a difficult one, but students are requested to get their own copies of Ian Watt’s The Rise of the Novel as well as Oroonoko by Aphra Behn, Robinson Crusoe by Daniel Defoe, Pamela by Samuel Richardson, and Joseph Andrews by Henry Fielding. All reading is obligatory and students are advised to start reading as soon as they have registered for the class. These texts are classics of English literature and various editions may be purchased (e.g., Norton, Broadview, Oxford World’s Classics, Penguin, etc.). Please refrain from individual inquiries regarding the purchase of the novels. Attendance in the first session is obligatory.

From its heyday in the 19th century to its ambivalent reception today, the sublime constitutes a key aesthetic concept in literary analysis. However, understanding precisely what defines it is often difficult. Not only do depictions of the sublime vary throughout different periods, but even within the same cultural and historical context, different authors demonstrate diverging ways of engaging with it. This seminar investigates how the sublime has been explored in North American nature writing and the study thereof. We will both be revisiting the work of 19th-century writers such as Ralph Waldo Emerson, Magaret Fuller and John Muir, as well as exploring how more recent literature – like the work of Rachel Carson and Don McKay – formulates notions of the sublime that simultaneously draw on and distance themselves from earlier aesthetic traditions in nature writing. Accompanying the work of these authors, we will read examples of literary criticism that discuss both the issues and the potential of the sublime as an aesthetic response to the more-than-human-world.

We will discuss the ways in which they have been represented in literary texts, while at the same time reading these narratives against the background of historical developments involving the Irish people and of literary movements or modes (such postmodern writing or magic realism) drawn on or used by writers to question stereotypical images of the Irish. Readings: Peter Behrens, The Law of Dreams; Jane Urquhart, Away; and Margaret Atwood, Alias Grace; and selected passages of recent fiction.

Taking its origin in Harlem in the early 1920s, but spreading into other urban centers of the United States in the course of the ensuing decade, this movement - known as the "New Negro Movement" at the time - brought to fame a variety of writers, artists, and philosophers who sought to define, promote and change African American culture and literature. In this class we will be concerned with a selection of the fiction, poetry, and political essays produced in the Harlem Renaissance - against the backdrop of politico-cultural developments (segregation, anti-black violence) as well as literary and artistic trends (modernism, Primitivism) of the time. In this context, we will consider representations of gender and sexuality, the tensions between the rural South and the urban North, and the coexistence of celebrations of common black folk culture and bohemian, avant-garde performance situated at the heart of the movement. Class readings (such as excerpts, short stories, selected poetry, and essays) will be provided in an e-reader in Stud.IP at the beginning of the semester; but you need to purchase the four – short – novels which we will read in full length. These are Nella Larsen's Quicksand (Dover), Zora Neale Hurston's Their Eyes Were Watching God (Virago Modern Classics), Langston Hughes's Not Without Laughter (Dover), and Claude McKay's Home to Harlem (Northeastern UP). It has been a standard assumption in linguistic theory, based on Frege’s principle of compositionality (cf. Frege 1884, 1892), that the meaning of a sentence is composed on the basis of the meaning of its parts and the way these parts are structured. However, it is not really clear that there exists a transparent, bi-directional mapping between (morphosyntactic) form and (semantic/pragmatic) meaning. Many phenomena challenge the existence of such a mapping. Such challenges either exist in the form of morphosyntactic elements that do not seem to provide a semantic/pragmatic contribution, or in the form of meaning parts that lack a morphosyntactic realization. Hence, either the mapping between form and meaning (in its broadest sense) in natural language is less transparent than one might think, or morphosyntactic and/or semantic/pragmatic structures may be richer than they appear. This course seeks to investigate and understand what this mapping exactly amounts to by looking into a number of relevant case studies. It will analyse short stories by George Egerton and Elizabeth Bowen, poetry by Eavan Boland and Nuala Ní Dhomhnaill, and Lady Gregory’s theatrical brilliance, among others, to uncover the multifaceted contributions of Irish women writers to Ireland’s representation in literature. Jumping ahead to the Civil Rights era, students will read James Baldwin's short story "Sonny's Blues" (1957) and his essay collection The Fire Next Time (1963), as well as Lorraine Hansberry's play A Raisin in the Sun (1959). The course will then turn to contemporary voices. Students will read Toni Morrison's short story Recitatif (1983) and Teju Cole's Tremor (2023) as examples of how post-Civil Rights era and present-day authors continue to grapple with identity, legacies of colonialism, and systemic racism in their works. Additionally, we will dedicate sessions to poetry by poets such as Langston Hughes, Audre Lorde, Claudia Rankine, and Danez Smith in order to examine how poetry responds to racial violence, activism, and identity. In this course, we will read and closely engage with literature set in the "Sunshine State" – texts and art that draw a complex history of its regions and cities, diverse landscapes, flora and fauna, social tensions, racial history, and rich Caribbean culture. Florida is a (swing) state and region of contradictions, political polarization, and diverse sociocultural identities. It is known equally for its natural preserves, swamps, mangroves, city culture and seaside towns, all vulnerable to climate change and threatened by hurricanes, floods, and environmental destruction. There are the mansions and conspicuous materialism of the super-rich, but also the cultural diversity of Miami – its Cuban and Haitian diaspora, Latino cultures, and Black communities. The course will focus on three books – two novels, one short story collection: Zora Neale Hurston's 1937 novel Their Eyes Were Watching God, Lauren Groff's collection of short fiction, Florida (2018), and Kristen Arnett's Mostly Dead Things (2019). We will further read select short stories from Edwidge Danticat's Everything Inside and by Junot Diaz as well as poetry by Elizabeth Bishop, Wallace Stevens, Campbell McGrath, and Lola Haskins. These texts present Florida, its human and nonhuman characters, mood, landscapes, and history each from a unique perspective. This course will explore the work of Robert Penn Warren, a Southern writer and one of the United States' most prolific 20th-century authors. Warren's work is governed by a prevailing sense of struggle with the Southern legacies of slavery, violence, and oppression; as well as an evolving and increasingly (self-)critical relation to its imperialist history, heritage, and institutions. One of the primary themes of Warren's oeuvre is his contention with the intricacies and intersections of historical and personal guilt, their relations, appropriations, and aberrations. As such, it addresses pivotal cultural and political issues which are simultaneously uniquely Southern and universally relevant, and have only become more pressing in a world that faces climate catastrophe and the meteoric rise of the far right. Starting with his early poetry, we will explore the prevailing themes of Warren's work and trace his evolution as a political thinker throughout his poetry and prose. Afterward, our journey will take us to Warren's most acclaimed work of fiction in All the King's Men (1946), which was inspired by the story of notorious Louisiana governor and senator Huey P. Long. The novel, which can lay claim to being one of the best works of American fiction ever produced, offers a sophisticated and multihued analysis of populism and has an appeal that defies the often monochromatic representations of other works. Weaving together the strands of history, class, psychology, masculinity, and more into a cohesive portrait of American identity and imagination, All the King's Men offers a variety of opportunities for discussion, reflection, and interpretation. Finally, we will turn our attention to Brother to Dragons: A Tale in Verse and Voices - A New Version (1979), a project Warren continuously rewrote and worked on for over twenty years. The book-length poem, which narrates the real-life murder of an enslaved African man by one of Thomas Jefferson's nephews, most emphatically raises the question of whether 'coming to terms' with history and escaping inherited guilt is possible, and represents the culmination of Warren's political evolution and the final stage of his never-completed struggle with the past and with himself. Warren's work is of more than literary significance – it encourages us to reflect critically on our history and its legacies, to confront our own inherited or subconscious biases and prejudices, and reminds us that acknowledging guilt is the first, yet can never be the final step toward addressing the injustices that birthed it. The course offers an introduction to the literary, semantic, and gryphic specifics of Anglo-Saxon riddles and aims to teach the medieval principles of semiotics and literary exegesis as a wider gateway to the riddle of poetry and the riddle of the world in general. This Advanced Linguistics seminar will deliver an introduction to morphology, the subfield of linguistics that investigates the structure of words. We will explore some of the contentious themes in this area of linguistics. You will learn about aspects of crosslinguistic variation in word formation and a range of formal tools with which linguists try to predict and explain why this variation looks the way it does and, crucially, why it doesn't look any other way. You will learn to identify meaningful subparts of words (morphemes), their shape and paradigmatic relations between them in Slavic, Turkic, Mongolic, Uralic languages, and probably more. We will discuss the types of morphemes found in natural language (prefixes, suffixes, circumfixes etc.), some of the basic relationships that exist between and within wordforms (syncretism, allomorphy, multiple exponence, etc.), and the basic notions concerning the structure of a word (scope, morpheme ordering). We will see the ways in which the internal structure of words across various languages informs us about the underlying principles of word formation in natural language. For example, in Tatar , čab-ɤš- means ‘to help someone mow something’; čab-tɤr- means ‘to make someone mow something’; čab-ɤš-tɤr- only means ‘to make someone help someone mow something’, and crucially not ‘to help someone make someone mow something’; interestingly, though, čab-tɤr-ɤš- can mean either. We will talk about patterns of allomorphy and (meta)syncretism, their places in the grammar (morphology vs. syntax vs. phonology), and what they can tell us about the architecture of the grammar. We will also discuss the division of labor between morphology and phonology on one hand, and morphology and syntax on the other. (1) Russian verbs: a. vid’-ø 
  ‘see!’, viž-u ‘(I) see’ vid’-iš ‘(you) see’ b. pros'-i ‘ask!’, proš-u ‘(I) ask’, pros'-iš ‘(you) ask’ c. beg'-i ‘run!’, beg-u ‘(I) run’, bež-iš ‘(you) run’ d. pek'-i ‘bake!’, pek-u ‘(I) bake’, peč-oš ‘(you) bake’ Why does the root vid ‘see’ in Russian change when we add suffixes to it? By the end of the semester, you will have grappled with some of the following bigger questions: What units are words constructed from (if they are constructed from units at all)? What kinds of morphological rules/processes can (and, more importantly, cannot) exist? Does word-formation happen in syntax, the lexicon, or in its own module of grammar?

451560 Mixed-Genre Works on War, Memory, and Asian Pacific Diaspora, PS

This course explores how three Asian American women writers—Theresa Hak Kyung Cha, Don Mee Choi, and Q.M. Zhang—use multimedia materials and hybrid genres to present their parents' memories of exile as both victims and survivors of war. We will examine how these writers' experiments with various genres enable them to reconnect with their homelands, rescue histories of war, and reconstruct their Asian Pacific diasporic identities. Theresa Hak Kyung Cha's Dictee (1982) is a landmark text in postmodern, postcolonial, and Asian American literature. Structured around the nine muses of Greek mythology, it resurrects the silenced voices of women who endured Japanese occupation, the Korean War, and U.S.-backed dictatorships. Blending poetry, prose, biography, photography, and illustrations, Cha traces her origins to Korea and explores an identity shaped by colonialism, exile, and transnationalism. Don Mee Choi's KOR-US trilogy—Hardly War (2016), DMZ Colony (2020), and Mirror Nation (2023)—assembles a powerful archive of war photographs, declassified U.S. documents, interviews, and familial ephemera. Through poetic language and hybrid storytelling, Choi confronts Korea's colonial and neocolonial history, examining the lasting impact of the Korean War, the Gwangju Uprising, and American military intervention. Q.M. Zhang's Accomplice to Memory (2017) blends documentary, fiction, poetry, photography, and archival research to excavate her father’s inaccessible past. Due to his dementia, Zhang's father provides unreliable narratives of his immigration from China to America after witnessing Second Sino-Japanese War and the Communist Revolution. By interweaving photographs and text, fact and fiction, Zhang embarks on a journey to uncover hidden truths from her father's mysterious past—a journey that ultimately becomes her own reckoning with history. The goal of this course is to explore how mixed-genre and experimental literature can disrupt linear narratives, recover marginalized/silenced voices, and reimagine diasporic belonging. Students are required to acquire digital or printed copies of all books mentioned above. Registration: Attendance for this class is limited to 25 students. Our current conceptions of nature and the natural are strongly, though for many of us unconsciously, influenced by late 18th-century and early 19th-century writing about nature, most prominently by the work of Romantic writers who began to draw stark distinctions between nature and civilization in the wake of industrialization. The Romantics turned towards nature for various purposes, inscribing their subjectivity and autobiographies, political convictions, scientific endeavours, and aesthetic beliefs into the landscapes they described and shaped through their texts. They were great travellers and their descriptions of foreign landscapes are inflected by a variety of factors, such as their imagination and the aesthetics of the sublime, the beautiful and the picturesque, but also by their Britishness, gender, class and political convictions. Moreover, the debates of the time display the realisation that human interventions upon nature could cause climate change whereas the polar controversy of 1818 illustrates a keen awareness of the impact of climate on human life. All in all, Romanticism invented a way of writing about nature that still influences the way we think of nature and what is natural today. Late 18th-century writers did not make a clear-cut distinction between poetry and scientific writing about nature. Thus, Erasmus Darwin composed his botanical treaty The Botanic Garden (1791) in verse, activating an entire school of botanical writing by women to whom the study of plants was more accessible than other emergent branches of science. Probably the most influential single piece of nature writing in late 18th century is Gilbert White’s The Natural History of Selborne (1788) which inspired the Romantic poets and later Charles Darwin and which has recently been translated into German. In aesthetic terms, the concepts that dominated nature writing were those of the picturesque, the beautiful and the sublime, the distinction of which was key in the aesthetic debates of the time despite the difficulties of trenchant definitions. The works of Edmund Burke (A Philosophical Enquiry into the Origin of our Ideas of the Sublime and the Beautiful, 1757), William Gilpin (Three Essays: On Picturesque Beauty, on Picturesque Travel; and on Sketching Landscape, 1792,) and Uvedale Price (An Essay on the Picturesque, as Compared with the Sublime and the Beautiful, 1794) sought to bring clarity to the subject and they will also help us to understand and interpret Romantic nature writing not only from our contemporary perspective but through the lens of late 18th-century aesthetics. We shall read these works in excerpts as well as a plethora of other Romantic descriptions of nature in poetry and prose which will be provided closer to the start of the term. All reading is obligatory. Attendance in the first session is obligatory.

"We Irish", Oscar Wilde once famously claimed, "... are a nation of brilliant failures, but we are the greatest talkers since the Greeks." This survey lecture series covers Irish Literature written in English from the 18th century to the present, contextualizing it in the checkered and painful political and social history of Ireland. It will explore how Irish writers throughout history have defined and challenged an Irish literary imaginary and shaped a distinctive Anglo-Irish literary tradition. It includes Irish writers now firmly established within an English canon of literature, such as Jonathan Swift, Oscar Wilde or James Joyce, and it will introduce writers rooted in national literary traditions of Ireland – from W. B. Yeats, who was instrumental in the Irish Literary Revival around 1900 and the emergence of an Anglo-Irish literature in its own right, to contemporary writers such as Anna Burns or Michael Hughes who have found new ways of looking back to The Troubles. A particular focus will be on Irish feminist writings and the literary engagement of Irish women authors such as Edna O’Brien, Anne Enright, Claire Keegan and others with the Catholic Church and patriarchal power.

451043 Tracing the Tragic Mulatta: From Origin to Adaptation, PS

As one of many African American stock characters, the figure of the tragic mulatta (or, in its less prevalent male form, the tragic mulatto) appeared in American literature for most of the nineteenth and twentieth century. First identified as a recurring character by Sterling A. Brown in 1933, it describes a protagonist of mixed 'racial' ancestry, usually white and African American, who experiences injustice, tragedy, and inevitable death based on their position outside of the Black-white racial binary that is enforced by society. Popularized in the abolitionist movement by authors like Lydia Maria Child and William Wells Brown, the figure was originally used to illustrate the cruelty of slavery and elicit sympathy for enslaved African Americans. Yet, it maintained its popularity even after the Civil War, as white and African American authors alike adapted the character to new social dynamics and (racial) hierarchies. As Hazel Carby, a prominent scholar of African American Studies, proposes, the mixed-race character represents more than just an anti-slavery archetype; it is a "vehicle for an exploration of the relationship between the races and, at the same time, an expression of the relationship between the races" (Reconstructing Womanhood: The Emergence of the Afro-American Woman Novelist. Oxford UP, 1987, p. 89). In this course, we will examine the complexity of the tragic mulatta figure by tracing its development from the early nineteenth century and the antebellum period to the Reconstruction Era and, eventually, the Harlem Renaissance. We will discuss a small number of short stories and excerpts from novels, as well as one full novel. Focusing on white authors like Lydia Maria Child and Kate Chopin as well as authors of color like Pauline Hopkins and Nella Larsen in different regional and historical contexts, we will explore their depiction and adaptation of tragic mulatta protagonists within their respective socio-political context. As part of our analysis, we will also consider historical definitions of 'race' and classifications of racial mixture, the significance of gender and gender ideologies for the tragic mulatta figure, as well as the character's potential for socio-political criticism. Before the start of the semester, please obtain a copy of Nella Larsen's Passing (1929). All other reading materials will be provided via Stud.IP. In this course, we will revisit the Twenties of the previous century by exploring literature, photography, painting, and cinema produced or set in this decade, which has been called variously the "roaring twenties" or the "jazz age." We will study the mythologies, narratives, expressive styles, and iconography of the time, especially of the expatriate scene in Paris: the photography of Berenice Abbott and Man Ray, the salon culture around Gertrude Stein and Natalie Barney, the paintings of Romaine Brooks, performance art of Josephine Baker, fiction by Edith Wharton, Djuna Barnes, and F. Scott Fitzgerald. The 1920s were also the era of the silent film: Buster Keaton and Harold Lloyd engaged American modernity and machine culture in slapstick form—Keaton's physical comedy in One Week (1920) or The Cameraman (1928); Harold Lloyd dangling from a clock in Safety Last! (1923). We will also consider documentary modes, such as Charles Sheeler and Paul Strand's short film Manhatta (1921), Alfred Stieglitz's photography and Georgia O'Keefe's paintings of New York City. 
  If time permits, we will further engage with literature and films that imagine the 1920s in retrospect, such as Toni Morrison's novel Jazz (1993) and the film adaptation of The Great Gatsby (2012). Throughout the course, we will discuss theoretical approaches to photography, film, and visual art that reflect the significance of these (new) aesthetic forms at their time (Walter Benjamin, Siegfried Kracauer, Tom Gunning, and Susan Sontag). A final selection of texts will be presented at the beginning of the term. Please acquire a copy and read in advance: F. Scott Fitzgerald's The Great Gatsby (1925).
