Situated in a fictional, postapocalyptic future in which human time and geological time, lived experience and an imagined past converge, the protagonist of J.G. Ballard’s 1962 novel “The Drowned World” is asked: “How are things in deep time”? This question foreshadows ecocriticism’s recent interest in the way that nonhuman – especially geological – timescales can be explored in literature. In this seminar we will discuss how the concept of deep time has influenced and been influenced by literary texts and scientific discourses from 1800 onwards. Through close readings of the works of 
  – among others 
  – Percy and Mary Shelley, Hugh MacDiarmid, Jaquetta Hawkes and Michael McKimm, we will investigate how narratives of planetary history that challenge our temporal imagination are explored in literary works from the Romantic period to the Anthropocene.

450201 Poetry from the Inside: Creative and Critical Writing, HS

Poetry has long been understood as a laboratory of language: a site of experimentation and the stretching of linguistic limits. It is also a storehouse of etymological meanings and symbolic memory. While the poetic space is small, the universe that it creates is vast. But what are the internal, creative processes by which a poet weighs their poetic options and decisions? Why does an English stanzaic form or prosodic tradition transmit the meaning that it does? This seminar will take a "laboratory" approach to poetry in English, combining close analytical and historical readings with practicums that allow students to try out poetic forms and experience the universe of poetry "from the inside." We will investigate some of the major English verse forms as well as organic forms, including experimental "language poetry" and free verse. Through the analysis of master poems in English by authors such as Shakespeare, W.E.B. Du Bois, Langston Hughes, Sylvia Plath and Marilyn Nelson, as well as those by contemporary authors, this seminar will attempt to bring students closer to poetry's inner workings and techniques. Participants in the seminar will produce a manuscript of poems as well as a term paper based on their experiments. Writing required. Registration: Attendance for this class is limited to 25 students. A global simulation is a task-based teaching method that gives learners the opportunity to experience and use the foreign language in a fictitious but real-life scenario. By making use of different creative methods, material and media, an authentic space is created - this can for example be an island, a different country, a village, a zoo, a circus, a house, a company, or in our case an award ceremony in Hollywood -, in which the participants take over different roles and master various communicative situations and tasks. 
  In this course, you will explore the potential a global simulation has to offer in the context of foreign language learning. You will learn how to plan and conduct a global simulation based on a textbook unit on Hollywood and get the chance to put your ideas into practice. In your research projects, you will be able to assess and evaluate your global simulation. In cooperation with the IGS Geismar, we will design and carry out a simulation project at the YLAB and invite 8th-grade students to join us in this creative adventure. There, pupils will enter the foreign language context we’ll have designed for them, including a specific time and place, and take over new identities. Following different rules and instructions, they will interact with each other, read documents they may find, write notes to each other, solve problems, and create and explore. The aim is that you, of course also in role, motivate and encourage the students to actively use the foreign language and support them in doing so. 
  There will be a preparation at school prior to the simulation project. The simulation projects themselves will be carried out on a weekday morning (the week after the end of the course). Both the preparation at school and the simulation project will be part of your internship (Note: You will not have to do another internship at a school.) 
  Moreover, you will learn how to do your own research project during your internship including methods and instruments which will help you to answer the research question which we developed in the context of the course.

In this seminar we will explore literature that reflects transcultural (as opposed to postcolonial or multicultural) sensibilities. Apart from clarifying the respective terminology (transculturalism, transculturality, transnation etc.) and mediating possible theoretical approaches to transcultural literary texts, the seminar also serves as an arena in which we will discuss the following topics: the geographical, linguistic and cultural displacement of transcultural authors and their characters; the challenges of divided loyalties and allegiances; nomadic personalities; the subject of belonging and related questions concerning identity (i.e. notions of ‘in-betweenness’, ‘beings in process’, or ‘hybridity’); coping with cultural difference; as well as the development of literary forms of writing doing justice to all of the above. The following fields of interest will be pursued in detail and through the study of representative texts: hybridity and transculturation (short fiction); identity and intertextuality (Rushdie); transcultural romance (Soueif); Afropolitanism (Selasi); and transnational detection (Ishiguro). Readings: selected short fiction as well as the following novels: Salman Rushdie, The Moor’s Last Sigh; Ahdaf Soueif, The Map of Love; Taije Selasi, Ghana Must Go; and Kazuo Ishiguro, When We Were Orphans. 450167 Imagining Multispecies Worlds: Literature, Theory, and the Arts, HS

Our Earth is one that we inhabit together with many other beings—from rainforests, rhinos, jellyfish, and mosquitoes to corals, fungi, and the microbiome in our guts. Yet in most stories, whether news reports, novels, or nonfiction, an anthropocentric perspective still prevails: narratives focus on human characters, human lives, and relationships. This course sets outs from the assumption that we need to reassess our worldviews, especially in the face of the climate crisis, mass extinction, and pandemics—in times when the impact of human industries and capitalist economies jeopardize all earthly life forms. While ever more species are endangered and on the brink of extinction, there is still little regard for our coevolution and interdependence with these "others," whether primates or microorganisms, including the land, water, and air we all rely on. Hence, we will consider narratives and theories that propose different, more inclusive, but also more "alien" ways of presenting and conceptualizing planetary cohabitation. We will consider notions of immersion, kinship, companion species, and "arts of attentiveness" that take into account forms of coexistence on our planet. We will ask which (imaginary) perspectives allow us to tell stories differently, to include the perceptions and experiences of nonhuman animals and plant life, perspectives that try to account for our complex entanglements, "transcorporeality," and "cross-species sociality." We will explore art, poetry, fiction and nonfiction by Louise Erdrich, Stanley Gehrt, Lauren Groff, Linda Hogan, Daniel Heath Justice, Barbara Kingsolver, Robin Wall Kimmerer, Lydia Millet, Mary Oliver, and Barbara Smuts alongside theoretical approaches by, among others, Stacy Alaimo, Marc Beckoff, Lori Gruen, Donna Haraway, Tim Ingold, Eben Kirksey, Sarah McFarland, Jamie Lorimer, Anna Tsing, and Thom van Dooren. The European Middle Ages was obsessed with matters of eschatalogy: death, Doomsday, the nature and fate of the soul, angels and demons, heaven and hell, the coming of Antichrist, the inscrutable workings of fate and destiny, and the ultimate rewards of eternal salvation and damnation. Old English literature is rich with texts that are constantly probing these largely unanswerable questions. What happens to the soul after death? Is its fate determined right away, or at the end of time? If the latter, where does it go while it waits? If there is an interim paradise, a sort of waiting room where souls are locked in time-out till Doomsday, where is it located? What do heaven and hell look like? Can deathbed visions open a window to the otherworld? Can a soul in purgatory get an upgrade to heaven? How were the angels created? Where do demons dwell? Is Doomsday right around the corner? How will we know when it comes? The aim of this course is to survey this territory by reading selectively from a range of Old English poems, sermons, visions, and apocrypha. Readings will included Bede’s Vision of Dryhthelm, the Old English versions of the Vision of St Paul and the Apocalypse of Thomas, the poems Soul and Body and Christ and Satan, Wulfstan’s On the Antichrist, and Vercelli Homilies IV (a soul-and-body sermon) and IX (a Doomsday sermon). All texts will be made available in both Old English and a modern English translation, but a portion of each class meeting will be devoted to a careful reading of the Old English to strengthen your familiarity with the language.

In their introduction to Downtown Canada (2005), Douglas Ivison and Justin D. Edwards remark upon a shift in the critical paradigm in CanLit entailing a pronounced focus on urban fiction at the turn of the 20th century. While up to that point one of the defining binaries of Canadianness, the opposition between the countryside and the city, had privileged the rural environment as an escapist fantasy, Ivison and Edwards notice that urban fiction increasingly gained prominence as a “means of reasserting the local in an increasingly globalized Canadian literature” (6). They identify “The cityscape and its citizens [. . . as] important elements in the complex relationship between nation and identity in the Canadian scene” (13). We shall read several Toronto fictions in which the city is more than a mere setting for the action, illuminating such myths as that of “Toronto the Good” or “the Queen City” (Christopher St. George Clark, 1898) and framing our discussions by theoretical concepts such as urban fiction, cityscape, multiculturalism, and the global city. The reading list includes: Michael Ondaatje, In the Skin of a Lion (1987), Dionne Brand, What We All Long For (2005), Carol Shields, Unless (2002), and Keri Sakamoto, Floating City (2018) as well as short stories that will be provided closer to the start of the term via Stud.IP. 450356 HS: Chaucer’s Legend of Good Women, HS

Chaucer’s Legend of Good Women, an unfinished dream poem composed in the 1380s, remains one of the poet’s least studied works. Probably post-dating the Troilus but pre-dating The Canterbury Tales, it has attracted attention as testifying to some ‘interim stage’ in the development of Chaucer’s career and distinctive style. Intended to make up for the negative portrayals of women in the Troilus and Romaunt of the Rose (or so the prologue has us believe), the poem tells the stories of ten classical heroines, including Cleopatra, Dido, and Alceste. What makes these women ‘good’ for Chaucer? In this class, we shall explore this question from a variety of perspectives, philological, theoretical, and social. Amongst other things, we will look at Chaucer’s use of sources (especially Ovid) as well as his relationships to his European contemporaries. The poem invites us to study an exciting range of topics, such as the variance of medieval texts, the reception of the classics in the Middle Ages, and medieval conceptions of authorship. Students will get a chance to improve their Middle English and to learn more about the circumstances that shaped the composition, circulation, and reception of medieval literature.

The two-semester lecture series aims at introducing students to major approaches, traditions, and key figures in the fields of cultural and media theory. The second part of the lecture series, "Approaches and Methods in Media Studies," will focus on media theory, visual culture, material culture and cultural studies. The lecture will be concerned with media history, the relation between (mass) media and society, media aesthetics, models of communication, and questions of cultural memory, technology, materiality and embodiment. Other relevant issues are medial configurations of time and space, networks and systems, concepts of hyperreality, postmodernity and the digital. We will also consider theories of single media: photography, the cinema, television, the computer and mobile media. The lecture will introduce a number of key texts and major schools that have been influential in the development of critical media and cultural studies: The Toronto School, the Frankfurt School, German media theory, British Cultural Studies, theories of postmodernism and visual culture, film and television theory, theories of material culture, systems theory, and actor-network theory. Individual lectures are concerned with selected key thinkers, such as Theodor W. Adorno, Walter Benjamin, Jean Baudrillard, Bill Brown, James Carey, Richard Dyer, John Fiske, Stuart Hall, Mark Hansen, Miriam Hansen, Donna Haraway, Katherine Hayles, Max Horkheimer, Harold Innis, Fredric Jameson, Friedrich Kittler, Bruno Latour, Marshall McLuhan, Jason Mittell, Laura Mulvey, John Durham Peters, Claude Shannon, Raymond Williams, or Geoffrey Winthrop-Young. Diese Einführung in die Forschung über den Fremdsprachenunterricht vermittelt aktuelle Erhebungs- und Auswertungsmethoden, die zur Durchführung fremdsprachendidaktischer Forschungsvorhaben genutzt werden können. Neben grundlegenden Fragen nach der Relevanz von Forschung für den Fremdsprachenunterricht, Gütekriterien gelungener Forschung sowie Forschungsethik werden einzelne Erhebungsmethoden, wie Interviews, Fragebögen, Beobachtung oder die Analyse von Schülerprodukten, diskutiert. Zu den Auswertungsverfahren gehören z.B. die Qualitative Inhaltsanalyse oder die Darstellung statistischer Ergebnisse mit MS Excel. Ergänzend werden Expert*innen für einzelne Methoden in die Einführung eingeladen, die ihre Anwendung präsentieren und in kleinen Workshops mit den Studierenden arbeiten. 450168 'Money, Money, Money…': The World of Finance in Recent American Fiction and Film, HS

"I work all night, I work all day, to pay the bills I have to pay - Ain't it sad; And still there never seems to be a single penny left for me - That's too bad; In my dreams I have a plan - If I got me a wealthy man; I wouldn't have to work at all, I'd fool around and have a ball. Money, money, money - Must be funny - In the rich man's world!" Thus run the lyrics of Abba's popular song Money, Money, Money of 1976. These lines engage with the idea of money related to work, toilsome endeavor to make it from 'rags-to-riches', dreams, entertainment and pleasure, as well as gendered discourses (here: a female in search of a wealthy man who uplifts her socially). With that, the song introduces a number of issues that are squarely situated in American culture and literature: the significance of finance, economic conditions, and class and their impact on the pursuit of happiness and the American Dream. This class sets out to discuss 'money' in recent American literature and film, focusing on representations of the (American/ized) world of finance in the culture of the 1980s to the present. How have the concepts of rags-to-riches and the American Dream been negotiated and developed against the backdrop of politico-economic trends and sociocultural conditions of the period? How exactly have authors and filmmakers discussed events such as stock market crashes and financial crises of the late 80s and the new millennium? How have the "new economy", yuppie culture, as well the interconnection of art and culture on the one hand, and capitalism and the economy on the other hand been addressed in a variety of texts of these decades? How 'gendered' and 'ethnic' has the representation of money been? And how has it affected the formation of (American) identity? In order to trace these questions, we will investigate theoretical texts that engage with the interlinkage of culture and finance/capitalism (such as by Pierre Bourdieu or Fredric Jameson) and then relate those to selected writings and films of the 1980s to the present. Discussions of fiction will include Tom Wolfe's The Bonfire of the Vanities (1987), Don De Lillo's Cosmopolis (2003), and Martha McPhee's Dear Money (2010). We will most likely analyze Wall Street (1987), its sequel Wall Street: Money Never Sleeps (2010), and A Perfect Murder (1998) as filmic representations of the 'money matter.' A number of readings will come in the form of excerpts or single chapters; most texts will be made available in an e-reader via Stud.IP, but you are asked to purchase the three novels which we will discuss in full length: Tom Wolfe's The Bonfire of the Vanities (1987; Vintage edition preferred), Don De Lillo's Cosmopolis (2003; Picador edition preferred), and Martha McPhee's Dear Money (2010; Mariner edition preferred). Note: Since especially Wolfe's novel The Bonfire of the Vanities is rather voluminous, you might want to consider reading this book already during the semester break. 450120 Shakespearean Biofiction, Bioplays and Biopics, HS

Hardly any other early modern author’s life is as well documented as Shakespeare’s. We know about his early life in Stratford, and, apart from the seven years between 1585 and 1592, the so-called “lost years”, we are familiar with his career as a playwright, his later life, publications, and death in Stratford. However, in the Victorian period a debate about the truth of Shakespeare’s authorship began which, against better evidence, has never quite died down. Francis Bacon, Christopher Marlowe and the Earl of Oxford have been proposed as more plausible authors of his text corpus. This authorship debate had literary side effects: Writers started imagining Shakespeare’s biography in creative ways, and particularly since the late 20th century a variety of speculative fictional Shakespeares in prose, drama, and film has made the Bard as visible as never before. This course will analyse some of these biofictions; investigating their ideological purpose (such as gender issues, or processes of mythologisation and de-mythologisation) and aesthetic aspects in different media. To be read before the beginning of class (shorter texts will be made available on StudIP): Henry James, “The Birthplace”; Anthony Burgess, Nothing Like the Sun (1964); Edward Bond, Bingo: Scenes of Money and Death (1973); Emma Whipday, Shakespeare’s Sister (2016); Maggie O’Farrell, Hamnet (2020). Films discussed include Shakespeare in Love (1998), Anonymous (2011) and Bill (2015)

  What are they? 
  Special attention will be given to Abraham Lincoln and his particular importance within this tradition. 
  We will emphasize the sermons and speeches themselves rather than secondary sources, so that we can attempt to grasp the cadences of American rhetoric within the context of both history and the American language as a whole.

4512426 The Wife of Bath from Chaucer to Zadie Smith, HS

One of the liveliest medieval literary constructs, Chaucer's Wife of Bath is as inspiring as she is deceptive. Her Prologue is as much self-narration as it is a bricolage of misogynist classics, and her Tale as much a Romance as a contribution to the discourse on nobility. In short: she can be read in many different, even contradictory ways. Readers have enjoyed her provocative views on men, marriage, money, and female power throughout the ages, and many writers – John Dryden and James Joyce among them - have been inspired to rewrite her tale. Especially in the 21st century, Chaucer’s tale has stimulated a young generation of writers concerned with a multiethnic British society to use the Wife of Bath’s voice as a mouthpiece for a new, culturally diverse, and feminist Britain. In this class, we will engage with Chaucer's original text, first, and then turn to 21st-century adaptations by Patience Agbabi, Caroline Bergvall, and Zadie Smith. Contributions focusing on the sources used by Chaucer, her appearance in children's books, and pictorial and movie representations of her may round off our discussions. A good knowledge of Middle English is recommended, and a requirement for students taking this course within the medieval studies programme. Required reading: Geoffrey Chaucer, “The Wife of Bath’s Prologue and Tale”; Patience Agbabi’s ‘The Wife of Bath’s Tale’ in Telling Tales (2014), Caroline Bergvall’s Alisoun Sings (2019), and Zadie Smith's The Wife of Willesden (2021).   
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450128 Survey of British Literature and Cultural History: The Early Modern Period, V

This lecture series is aimed at introducing students to the literature and culture of the early modern period. Starting with an introduction to the European social and cultural history of the period from roughly 1400 to 1660, the lecture series looks at both the cultural context of the early modern period and at specific works of - mostly - British literature. Authors, texts, and genres to be studied include the prose of Thomas Nashe and Thomas More; the sonnet cycles of Philip Sidney, Edmund Spenser, and William Shakespeare; Elizabethan dramas by Thomas Kyd, Christopher Marlowe, and William Shakespeare; the Jacobean playwrights John Fletcher, Ben Jonson, and John Webster; the so-called metaphysical poets John Donne, Andrew Marvell, and Henry Vaughan; and the poetological works of Sidney and George Puttenham. We will also occasionally take a European perspective by looking at developments outside of Britain, most notably the essays by Montaigne, Italian renaissance poetry and poetics, and Spanish theatre and prose. Regarding the larger historical context, we will have a look at early modern philosophies; the rise of humanism and the renaissance; the reformation; the exploration of the new world; and the development of early modern theatre companies, all of which have significantly influenced the production and reception of early modern literature. 450654 Using Tasks in the EFL Classroom, Vv/V

Foreign-language teaching often consists of series of exercises in which students read, listen, tick boxes, or fill in gaps without an obvious goal or purpose which is connected to their learning (other than ‘getting it done’). The method of task-based language teaching (TBLT) turns this classroom routine upside down by starting out with a meaningful “task” that students will have to master by the end of the lesson. This task is a classroom activity that challenges students with a realistic, meaningful assignment (e.g., writing a blog entry, making a demo leaflet, a visit to the doctor). TBLT aims to create a real need in students to use – and improve – their language skills to accomplish the task. Also, by working on tasks that resemble real-life challenges, students may cope with similar situations outside the classroom more easily. In this course, we will learn how to plan a TBLT lesson which revolves around a task; how to select an age- and language-appropriate task; how to divide a larger task into smaller steps that students can work through; how to break the task down into more basic skills that students need (e.g., ideas, vocabulary, grammar); and how to plan a TBLT lesson that aligns with the curriculum and EFL coursebook, in order to connect this method with later work life at school. 450170 A Cultural History of American Literature III: 1900-1945, V

This third installment of the four-part lecture series, A Cultural History of American Literature, is devoted to literary modernism. Key authors include Henry James, Edith Wharton, Abraham Cahan, Willa Cather, Amy Lowell, Gertrude Stein, Robert Frost, Sherwood Anderson, Wallace Stevens, William Carlos Williams, Eliot, Pound, H.D., Marianne Moore, Zora Neale Hurston, Fitzgerald, Hart Crane, Ernest Hemingway, Langston Hughes, John Steinbeck, and Richard Wright, among others. Much of the course will be devoted to fiction, but we will also spend a great deal of time discussing poetry, one of modernism's privileged literary genres and certainly a laboratory for the kind of formal experiments also taking place in painting, sculpture, photography, cinema, and music. A major theme will be the emergence of a recognizably international avant-garde, cosmopolitan in its orientation and often revolutionary in its politics, and dedicated to shocking the "philistines" and the "bourgeoisie" out of their social and cultural complacency. We will approach modernism as an oppositional culture that was fueled by many, sometimes contradictory oppositional stances. The artists of the Harlem Renaissance saw cultural representation as a means of achieving political representation for African Americans; many female artists advocated women's rights; a number of artists urged personal liberation in matters of sexuality and lifestyle; and while some looked forward to the communist revolution, others endorsed traditionalism and even fascism. This course is designed to give a sense of the urgency and diversity of an explosive half-century marked by extreme artistic innovation and torn apart by two world wars. This lecture offers a basic introduction to the main phonological, morphological, lexicological and syntactic changes of English between 650 and 1700 AD and also searches for triggers and an arguable teleology of language change. The lecture course is intended as a useful companion to a series of modules taught during this semester.

Zines are self-published non-commercial ephemeral micromedia that often (but not always) circulate within marginalized communities or subcultures and offer non-mainstream perspectives. The term derives from the word ‘fanzine’ which was coined in the 1930s to describe publications made by amateurs rather than publishing professionals. Zine culture is still alive today and zines are produced in many different shapes, ranging from fanzines to artzines and perzines (that is, autobiographical ‘personal zines’). This course will introduce you to the history of the genre through prominent examples of the fanzine (1930s), punk zine (1970s), and riot grrrl zine (1990s). We will then consider contemporary subgenres like the artzine and perzine and pay particular attention to how making and reading zines has changed with the rise of digital and esp. social media. We will read theoretical texts and discuss concepts that will help us approach zines as complex multimodal objects. Finally ,there will also be a zine-making session.

Although the Arts, that is, drama, literature, music, visual arts, and others, are usually thought of as a field of their own, research in EFL teaching has begun to explore ways of employing the Arts for the purpose of foreign-language learning. In Arts-Based Foreign-Language Teaching, the emphasis is not on students’ artistic outcomes, but on the ways in which art, or the students’ artworks, can be turned into occasions for language learning. The goal is to use the Arts to create a communicative, creative, and student-centred EFL classroom, in which students share their opinions on art and their ideas for art. The seminar discusses how teachers can effectively employ the Arts in the EFL classroom. It will address a range of art forms, that is, drama, music, visual arts, creative writing, and poetry slam.
